SHIRTS 

 White, Navy Blue, Hunter Green, Red or Gray Polo 
 Only 2 or 3 buttons long or short sleeve 
 School-issued polo style shirt with school logo 
 Must be tucked in at all times unless determined 

by school administration 
 Undershirts – Uniform Shirt Color or Black 

 No brand names or emblems 
 No more than 3 buttons 

 
PANTS/CAPRIS 

SHORTS 
SKIRTS/SKORTS 

JUMPERS 
DRESSES 

 Khaki, Navy Blue or Black  
 May have pleats or straight fronts 
 Brand names/emblems not larger than 1”x 2” 
 Skirts, shorts, skorts, capris, dresses/jumpers shall 

have hemlines that do not exceed five inches (5”) 
from the floor while kneeling 

 No tight-fitting 
 No jegging 
 No jeans/denim material 

pants 
 No pants with holes, fraying 

or exaggerated size 
exceeding 22” 

 NO SAGGING 

BELTS 
 

 Must be worn with pants that have belt loops.  No metal studs or belt 
buckles over 1 ½ “long and 
wide 
 

SWEATSHIRTS, 
JACKETS, 
SWEATER 

PULLOVERS 

 Any uniform color or black  
 May have a small obtrusive logo 
 School-issued jackets, sweatshirts or sweaters 
 Denim jackets 
 

 No non-uniform outer 
garments inside the building 

 No hoods on outer garments     
allowed inside the building 

SHOES, 
SOCKS 

 Complete front & back 
 Athletic / tennis shoes recommended 
 Loafers, top-siders, Mary Janes with a strap 
 Socks must be worn. 
 Tights that match the uniform may be worn 

without socks. 
 Shoes with laces or velcro must be tied/fastened 

 No flip-flops, thongs, 
sandals, crocs, boots, flat 
ballet-type shoes, slippers 

 No roller blades, lights or                             
extraordinary features 
 

HAIR 

 Clean and groomed to not obstruct vision  No rollers or feathers 
 No letters/designs shaved in 

head or eyebrows 
 “Unnatural hair colors” or 

distracting styles 

FACIAL HAIR 
 High School Students ONLY- must be neatly 

groomed and trimmed. 
 Not allowed on elementary 

campuses.

JEWELRY 

 Stud earrings limited to the ear 
 Only ID worn on outside of uniform shirt 

 No excessive or oversized 
jewelry 

 No nose rings/studs, tongue 
or eyebrow piercings, or any 
other body piercings with 
jewelry 

 No gauges 

BODY 
DECORATIONS 

  No visible Tattoos (must be 
covered by school uniform) 

 No artificial nails for grades
